NOTE: Work on one side at a time so the bumper does not move while installing.

1. Start with the driver side. Remove the side antblbotow hook bolts.

2. Remove the tow hook. Slide the formed side of tlhemting bracket (ITEM 2)
through the tow hook opening. The mounting bragk#toe installed to the
outside of the frame. Place the side of the towkhnto the provided slot in the
lower mounting bracket. Reinstall the tow hookt$ooriginal position. Make
sure the bolt goes through the lower mounting legdkame and tow hook. Use
the 2 factory bolts to mount the mounting brackehte frame per side.

3. Follow the same steps for the passenger side (Si&d/ 1).

4. Open the hood and remove the plastic radiator cvesre will be (12) plastic
clips.

5. Remove the (4) 10 mm bolts holding the grille inqd. Carefully pry grille away
from its position (10) snap clips.

6. Remove the top 2 inner 15 mm bumper bolts. Do afeeat a time. Mount the top
bracket (ITEM 3), with two bends, over the hole aeidstall the bumper bolt.
The smaller slotted hole gets mounted to the balekaf the factory bumper.
The top bracket will angle outward to the sideh# vehicle. Do the same for the
other side (ITEM 4).

7. Mount the grille guard to the bottom and top braskEse the ¥2” carriage bolts
(ITEMS 5,6,7) to installlf the brackets are a little wide, you can push themin
when you get ready to dide the grille guard over the brackets. Level the grille
guard and then tighten carriage bolts.

8. Tighten all the bolts and then reinstall the grdled plastic radiator cover.
