11.Before installing the Ranch Hand bumper, you waléd to tighten up the receiver hitch bolts
and nuts in steps 5 & 6. Use the two metric flanges provided to reinstall the 21mm bolts.

You will need to pry
open the prongs until the lock can be removed.
