PRe-INsTALLATION NOTES

1. Special literature required: OE Service Manual for model/year of vehicle. Refer to
manual for proper disassembly/reassembly procedures of OE and related components.

2. Adhere to recommendations when replacement fasteners, retainers and keepers are called out in the OE manual.

3. Larger rim and tire combinations may increase leverage on suspension, steering, and related components. When selecting combina-
tions larger than OE, consider the additional stress you could be inducing on the OE and related components.

4. Post suspension system vehicles may experience drive line vibrations. Angles may require tuning, slider on shaft may require re-
placement, shafts may need to be lengthened or trued, and U-joints may need to be replaced.

5. Secure and properly block vehicle prior to installation of Zone Offroad Products. Always wear safety glasses when using power tools.
6. If installation is to be performed without a hoist, Zone Offroad Products recommends rear alterations first.

7. Due to payload options and initial ride height variances, the amount of lift is a base figure. Final ride height dimensions may vary in
accordance to original vehicle attitude. Always measure the attitude prior to beginning installation.




INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

22 PRe-INSTALLATION

Park vehicle on clean, flat, and level surface. Block the rear wheels for safety.
Measure the ride height of the vehicle and record.

Raise the front of the vehicle with a hydraulic jack. Support the frame rails with
jackstands.

Measure the length of the torsion bar adjuster bolts (threaded portion sticking
past the adjuster)

Spray the bolts with penetrating oil. Remove the adjuster bolts, keep driver's
and pass side bolts separate.

Raise up the torsion bar key and remove the key from the torsion bar and cross
member.

Disconnect the upper shock hardware. Compress the shocks and remove the
lower cup washer and bushing. Install the new spacer sleeve on the shock stud.

Reinstall the shock bushings and cup washers. Tighten the nut until the bush-
ings begin to swell.

Install the new torsion bar keys.
Install the adjuster bolt and the threaded bridge.

Set the overall length of the exposed thread to 1-3/8". This may need to be
adjusted if heavy accessories are added to the front of the vehicle, or to level the
vehicle side to side. Figure 2

2> DIFFERENTAL DROP INSTALLATION

12.  Support the differential with a jack and locate the 4 bolts mounting the differen-
tial to the frame. Figure 3

13.  Doing one side at a time, remove the 2 mounting bolts and lower the jack to
allow enough clearance for the provided differential drop spacers. Figure 4 S tep 13 Note

Due to interference with the lower
control arm, it is easiest to leave
the rearward bolt inside the dif-
ferentail bushing, install the spacer
and replace the bolt.

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14.  Install both spacers and loosely reassemlble using the factory bolts

15.  Repeat steps 13 &14 for the other side of the vehicle. Figure 5

16.  Once all 4 spacers have been installed, tighten bolts to 112 ft-1bs.

17.  Lower the front end to the ground, bounce the front end to settle the suspension.

18.  Check the final ride height measurements on both sides. On Colorado/Canyon
this should be set at 22-3/4"~23". If it is greater than this, the adjusters need to
be lowered. It may be necessary to adjust one side to make the vehicle level.

Post-Installation 19.  Afront end alignment must now be performed.

Warnings

1. Check all fasteners for proper
torque. Check to ensure for
adequate clearance between all
rotating, mobile, fixed, and heated
members. Verify clearance between
exhaust and brake lines, fuel lines,
fuel tank, floor boards and wiring
harness. Check steering gear for
clearance. Test and inspect brake
system.

2. Perform steering sweep to
ensure front brake hoses have ad-
equate slack and do not contact any
rotating, mobile or heated members.
Inspect rear brake hoses at full ex-
tension for adequate slack. Failure
to perform hose check/ replacement
may result in component failure.

3. Perform head light check and
adjustment.

4. Re-torque all fasteners after 500
miles. Always inspect fasteners and
components during routine servic-

ing.
